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Sec. 2-303. - Vendor contributions.

(@) Any person, who is the principal of a vendor to the city who contributes to the

campaign of a candidate or the campaign committee of a candidate for the office
of mayor or city commissioner shall file a disclosure form with the office of the city
clerk within 20 days of making said contribution. The term "principal" shall
encompass all individuals who meet the provisions of the term "controlling
financial interest." The date of the contribution shall be the earlier of either the
date of the contribution check or the date of deposit of said check in the campaign
fund. The disclosure form shall require, at a minimum, the name and address of
the individual making the contribution, the name of the company which has a
contract with the city, and the amount of the contribution, as well as the name of

the candidate or campaign committee to whom the contribution was made.

A fine in the amount specified in_section 1-7 shall be imposed on every person that
violates this prohibition, and fails to correct such violation within 20 calendar days
of notification by the city clerk. Each act of soliciting, giving or receiving a
contribution in violation of this subsection shall constitute a separate violation. All
contributions received by a candidate in violation of this section shall be forfeited

to the city's general revenue fund.
