Regarding the appeal on 229 Ridgewood Road, you advise that the required posting has been 
completed and mailing has gone out within the 10-day window. Publication remains 
outstanding, however. If notice is published today, it will allow for 7-days notice. Pursuant to 
Sec. 3-302 of the City's Zoning Code, there is no minimum day requirement for publication on 
appeals for the first commission public hearing. Thus, it is the opinion of this office that the 
appeal may proceed on August 23nl with posting and mailing IO days prior (which has already 
occurred) and publication 7 days prior. 

This opinion is issued pursuant to Secs. 2-20l(e)(l) and (8) of the City Code and Sec. 2-702 of 
the City's Zoning Code.
