Section 3-2106 of the
Zoning Code excludes from the definition of “Municipal Construction Projects” “projects that
solely consist of historic restoration. . . .” ] understand from my prior discussions with Dona
regarding this project that it is solely a historic restoration project. For this reason, the Art in
Public Places fees do not have to be paid for the Biltmore Bridges restoration project. Our
office has previously reached a similar conclusion with respect to the Mermick House project as
set forth in CAO 2016-070.
